The Graduation Incentive Program: 

For every four courses completed, 

eligible students may take an  

additional course at no charge in 

their final semester.*

Eligibility Requirements:

•	 Students must submit a Graduation Incentive Program Application  
	 or the Graduation Incentive Program Application for Veteran and  
	 Military Students to their campus Financial Aid Office. 

•	 Full-time or part-time enrollment in an Associate’s degree or  
	 Bachelor’s degree program. 

•	 Successful completion of four courses for every one  
	 complimentary course. Completion means that a student  
	 has earned a passing grade in the course. 

•	 Student must maintain Satisfactory Academic Progress.

•	 Students must maintain continuous enrollment. Students  
	 who have attended for at least two consecutive semesters  
	 may take one semester off without losing eligibility.
